Challenge: Design and make a lion or lamb mask or a two sided mask with a lion on
one side and a lamb on the other.

Criteria: Your mask must:
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Have 2 eye openings

Have a nose

Have a mouth

Look like a lion or a lamb

Include your first and last names

Have something to hold it with in front of your face or fit on your head
Be neat and attractive

Materials: You may use all or some of these:

1 paper plate yarn
construction paper pompoms
cotton balls tape

glue 2 brads
scrap box materials craft sticks
buttons cardstock

Tools: You may use all or some of these:

scissors pushpin paper drill
crayons stapler

markers hole punch

ruler
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
